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What are the steps to take from page to stage?
In this series of workshops, we unpack the 
underlying themes, characterization, staging 
concepts and dramatic meanings in the respective 
Literature Text by helping students and teachers 
alike sensitize themselves to the play as a theatrical 
form/genre and the process of theatre-making.
